NOTE #2: Instructions for Ralta HD and FD nodels are the
sane. For QD nodels, first renove the vent on the back side
of the galley sink for easy and visual access to the faucet.
Repl ace when finished installing the new faucet.

e Turn off the water punp and open the faucet, draining any

wat er and relieving system pressure.
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Reach under the sink and "find" the cold water hose. Tw st
by hand countercl ockwi se to | oosen, and then di sconnect the
hose fromthe faucet fitting. Leave the hose "standi ng up"
to mnimze any water drippage behind the sink, although a
little water | eakage wll just evaporate away after a
while, so don't worry.

Now, find the hot water hose and do the sane, leaving it
upright. | propped mne against the sink drain plunbing to
keep it upright.

Now, "find" the plastic nuts on the two faucet threads and
| oosen them The faucet should then be |oose to the counter
top. Unscrew these conpletely and the faucet will |ift out.
Discard the old faucet and rubber/plastic seal piece.

W pe down and cl ean the area.

Slip the rubber/plastic seal in place on the new faucet and
set the new faucet in place, with the two threaded
connections inserted through the two countertop hol es.

Use the new plastic or netal nuts to tighten the faucet in
pl ace from bel ow.

Reattach and hand tighten the hot and cold water plastic
"pi pes. "

Proof test your work by turning on the water punp and
feeling for any water |eakage.

Open the faucet, both hot and cold and bl ow out the air
until a snooth stream of water fl ows.
